Content: The purpose of the PSA is to assist in training SCPS students on the topic of dating violence. The following information should be used as a guide to help students with content:

	Red Flags for the Victim
	Red Flags for the Aggressor

	· Physical signs of being hurt
· Fear of the dating partner
· Free time dominated - increasingly isolated from family and friends
· Changing behavior because of a partner’s jealousy
· Feeling embarrassed, put down, ashamed or guilty
· Being threatened
· Frequent texts/calls
· Change in personality
	· Intimidating, verbally or physically threatening, assaulting a girlfriend/boyfriend
· Dominating free time, angry if partner spends time with others
· Controlling – frequent calls/texts to monitor 
· Asks dating partner to change behavior because of jealousy
· Using “guilt trips” to get your dating partner to do something
· Perpetrators of domestic violence were often identified as bullies in school at younger age


Please be advised to use the above list as a guide. You may include a component not listed or choose to omit something from the list.  

The PSA’s will be judged on the following criteria:

1. Evidence of research for project

2. Content – Is there enough content for other students (viewers) to gain knowledge

3. Creativity – length of scenes to get the point across, appropriate transitions from scene to scene, message appealing to the viewer, etc. 

4. Original work – nothing copied from the internet or movies, etc. 

5. PSA Length stays between 1-2minutes

6. Quality of PSA (good video and sound, appropriate lighting, balanced frame, clean editing, etc) THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT SINCE WE ARE JUDGING YOUR PSA TO BE USED AS A TRAINING TOOL AT SCHOOLS

7. Culturally diverse actors and actresses
