French and Indian War Scramble

I. The French and Indian War began in 1754. (3rd event)
II. With the Treaty of Paris, the French surrendered in 1763. The war was over and the balance of European power in North America changed.
III. The French built Ft. Duquesne. The British, led by George Washington, built Ft. Necessity nearby. The French attacked and drove out the British.
IV.

a. Britain gained all of French Canada, French territories east of the Mississippi, and Spanish Florida.

b. Spain gained all New Orleans and all French Territory west of the Mississippi. 

c. France lost power in North America.

d. Native Americans lost their French allies.
V. French and British settlers both wanted control of frontier lands, especially the Ohio Valley. Native Americans were already living there. 

VI. After multiple losses, the British started to dominate the French with the capture of Quebec City in French Canada. 

Proclamation of 1763 Scramble
A. Most colonists ignored the Proclamation, demonstrating unhappiness with British governmental control of the colonies.
B. To prevent further costly conflict with the American Indians, the British government issued the Proclamation of 1763. (3rd event)
C. After the Treaty of Paris, British colonists moved in large numbers to lands west of the Appalachian Mountains.

D. British colonists were banned from moving west of the Appalachian Mountains into American Indian territory. Settlers already living there were ordered to move out.

E. Pontiac’s War begins when an alliance of American Indians attacked British settlements to protect their lands. Pontiac was defeated.
